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This research carried three objectives; to study news processing of the Voice of America at
South East Asia news bureau, to analyze factors that influence the news processing and to assess the
performance of news reports. The researcher applied three groups of theories ana concepts as the
framework of the study: firstly, theories of structural»andbfunctional of mass media: secondly,
theories of news 'proccssing and influences on news content; thirdly, theory of media performance
assessment (MPA). The methodology of qualitative analysis was implemented by a series of in-depth

interviews and as a participant observer.

The results show: In news processing. before being stationed in the Southeast Asia Bureau,
- -

VOA correspondents are briefed only once of the Southeast Asia coverage overview. The Voice of
" America has 3 fundamental rules as the frame for its staff to strictly observe. At the same time,
however, correspondents, under their own professional discretion, have their strip of reporting news.
In routine work, correspondents are free to select any newsworthy events and they work under the
supervision of editors. Nevertheless, the most influential “internal” factor in news processing is the
organizational policy. while the most influential “cxternal® factor is primary news sources, whose
voices are inserted into the news feports. - As far as the ncws contents written by correspondents arc
being assessed, most of the news reports arc hard news involved with international interest. The form
of reporting is not only for disseminating information. but is also associated with opinions either from
the correspondents or the sources. The correspondents use discoursc process basc on the policy and

stand point of the organization, which are ccnainly in line with the interest of the political affairs and

the image of the United States of America. which may sometimes cffect the balance of the news

reports.
