Suction 2 (a) : It shalt be untawful for any person engaged in commerce, in the course of such
comrnérco. either directly or indirectly, to discriminate in price betwoen different purchasers of
commoditios of tike grade and quality , where either or &:a‘ny of the purchases involved in such
disc:rirnin:ztion are in commarce, where such commidities are sold for use, consumption, or resalo
within the United States or any Territory therof or the District of Columbie or any insular possession or
other place under the jurisdiction of the United States, and where the effect of such discrimination may
be substantially to lessen compstition or tend to create a monopoly in any line of commerce, or to
injure, destroy, or provent competition with any person who either grants or knowingly recieves tho
bonifit of such discrimination, or with customers of aithar of them Provided , That nothing herein

“contained shall provent differentials which make onltv due altowance for differences in the cost of
manufacture , sale , or delivery resulting from the; differing methods or guantities in w'hich such
commodities are to such purchasers sold or dalivered Pfon’de  however | That the Federal Trade
Commission may , after due investigation and hearing to all interasted parties, fix and establish
quantity limits, and revise the samo as it find necessary , as to particular commodities or classes of
cornmodiiies, where it finds that available purchasers in greater guantities are so few as to rendor
differontials on account therof unjustly discriminatory or promotive of manopoly in any line of

- commerce ; and the foregeing shalt then not be construed to parmit differentials based on differences
in quantities greator than those so fixed and established : And provided further ,That nothing herein

contained shall prevent persons engaged in selling goods, wares, or merchandise in commerce from
selecting their own customers in bona fide transac@ions and not in restraint of trade : And provided
further , That nothing herein contained shail prevent price changes from time to time where in
response to chan'ging conditions affecting the market for or the marketability of the goods concerned,
such aa but not limited to actual or imminent deterioration of perishable goods, obsolescence of
seasonal goods, distress sales under court process, ofsale in good faith in discontinuance of business

in the goods concerned.
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(b} : Upon proof being made, at any hearing on a complaint under this section, that there has
been discrimination in price or services or facilities furnished, the burden of rebutting the prema facie
casg thus made by showing justification shall be upon the person charged with the viclation of this
section, and unless justification shall be affirmatively shown, the Commission is authoriged to issue an
ordor torminating the discrimination @ Frovide, howyer, That noting herein contained shatl prevent a
seller rebutting the prema facie case thus made by showing that his lower price or the fumishing of
sefvices or facilities to any purchaser or purchasers was made in good faith to meet an equally low
price of a competitor, or the survices or facilities furnished by a compatitor.

(c) : It shali be unlawfu; for any person engaged in cominerce, in the course of such
commerce, to pay or grant, or to receive or accept, aﬁything 6f value as a commission, brokerago, or
other compensation, or any aliowance or discount in lieu thereof, except for services rendered in
connoction with the sale or purchase of goods, wares , or marchandise, either to the other party to
such transaction or to and agent, representative, or other intermediary therein where such intermediéry
is acting in fact for or in beh.alf. or is subject to the direct or indirect contro! , of any party to such
transaction other than the person by whom such compensation is so granted or paid.

(d) : It shall be unlawfut for any person engaged in commerce to pay or contract for the
payment of anything of value to or for the benefit of a customer of such person in the course of such
COMiNerce as compensation or in consideration for any services or facilities furnished by or throth
such customer.in connection with the processing, handling, sale ,or offering for sale of any produéts or
cominédities manufactured sold, or offered for sale by such person, unless such payment or
consideration is availabls on proportionally equal terms to all other customers competing in the
distribution of such products or commodities.

(0) : It shall be untawful for any person to discriminate in favor of ong purchaéer against
anaother purchaser or purchasers of g commedity bought for resale, with or without processing, by
contracting to fumnish or furnishing , or by contributing to the fumishing of, any services or factilities
connected with the processing, handling, sale, or offering for sale of such commodity 8o purchased
upon terms not accorded to all purchasers on propoerlionally sequal terms,

(f) : It shall be unlawiul for any person shgayed in comrperce; in the course of such commerce

knowingiy to induce or receive a discrimination in price which is prohibit by this section,

_ Article 85 (1) : The following shall be prohibiigd-as incompatibie with the common market :all
agreements between undertaking , decisions by associations of undertakings and concerted
pméticos which may affect trade between Member States and which have as their object or effect the

Article 86 : Any abuse by one or more unaertakings of a domina_mt position with in the common
market or in a substantial par of it shall be prohibited as incompatible with the common market in so
far as it may affect trade between Member States : ‘

Such abuse may, in paricular .consist in ;

(a) directly or indirectly imposing unfair purchase or selling prices or other unfair trading
' conditions _

(b) limiting production ,markets or technical development to the prejudice of consumers

(¢ ) applying dissimitar conditions o equivalent transactions with other trading parties ,
thoroby placing thom at a competitive disadvantage

(d) making the conclusion of contracts subject to acceptance by the other parties of
supplementary obligations which ,by their natuie or according to commercial usage have no

connection with the subject of such contracts
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
