ABSTRACT

This is an empirical study designed to explore the patterns
of social stratification in a smallvillage of Ayuthya province,The prin-
cipal concern in this study is to illustrate the ways in which one
can fruitfully conduct an empirical study a social stratification,
The investigator concentrates on the need for empirical applications
and evoluation of the relative advantages (or dissdvantages) of the
three known methods of studying social stratifieation, when applied
to a rural social setting in Thailand., The cvaluation is made
possible only upon completion of o sociocconomic index designed to
accurately divide the population into strata and of two other
subjective criteria for identifying the effective stratificstion
system, It is of real intcrest, therzfore, to measure the extent
to which the patterns thus found may differ or correspond t¢ the
social strata discovered by mecans of asking the same population
how they classify themselves and one another. The over-all methodo-
logical excrcise illustrated in this study hopefully may point to
some effective strategies for handling the data in such a way as to

make them readily comprehensible as well as comparable,



The data used to illustrate the findings principally were
collected during the course of the investirator's own field work
where a serics of intensive interviews of some 107 rural household
heads or their wives were undertaken.

Tive indicators of individual social strata were conceived
of and ccmbinded into one so-called socioeconomic index. They were
divided into two groups in the light of the villagers' conception
of their relative importance in their living patterns and inter-
personal relationships

Each oflthe two groups cf indicators was assigned unequal
welghts on the zbove-mentioned basis and as the basis for compu-
ting a score for each respondent, The scores thus obtained were
arranged along a high-low continuum and finally were categorized 4o
form 4 strata of social levels, namely, upper, middle, upper-lower
and lower-lower.

In the final step, 35 housc¢hold heads or their wives were
selected on the basis of their oprortuniiies for social contacts
or their personal acguaintances with one another, All individual
villagers in the two upper strata, as identified by the index,
were included in this group. In the remaining groups, 21 houschold
heads or their wives were selected to represent the two lower
strata. They were then interviewed intensively on how they
classif& themnseleves and one another, how many and what kinds of

categories they use, how they evaluate those categories, how they
rank them in a hierarchy, and in what categories they themselves

think they belong.



The findings revecal that with one major exception there
was a large discrepancy betwzen the "objective strata" and those
discovered from the subjective and reputational techniques, The
correspondence betwsen the findings derived from the two
techniques was found only with regard to the two higher classes,

Since community members of the upper social levels presu-
mably are influential in some or many aspects of village life
and thus are prospective subjects of future opinion research,
an objective instrument for measuring social strata seems to have
real advantage over the other two subjective methods, in terms
of time consumption and standardized procedures, It is advisable
that future research undertaking be concentrated on how to
develop a socioeconomic index capable of accurately identifying
all the status groups in the same social setting as the one under
study., A succesful attempt at doing this seems to be a requisite

for a more comprehensive study of distinctive organization,
friendship groups, patterns of behavior, and beliefs in various
aspects of social life,as outcomes of a small community's

stratification system.
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
