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This research aims to study the philosophical conceptions of 2 scholars, Alain
Badiou and Slavoj Zizek, who had invented the idea of Post-Marxism. This study also
aimed to understand the crisis of capitalism and compare the synthesis of these
comparing ideas to make political economy a different direction from the traditional
Marxism idea by considering both the philosophical, social and political theory to
psychology. The analysis begins by understanding about the subject that is associated
with the flow of the capitalist economy which is currently, one of the main issues in
philosophical thoughts of Post-Marxism. The survey found that after the failure and
decline of communist legacy in the 1960s Postmodernism was the new train of thought
in the academic world. Postmodern thinkers presented in a matter of a postmodern
subject, but both scholars do not believe in postmodern thinkers which aim to return
of postmodern subject. While Badiou returned to the fundamental philosophical and
political ideas of communism, which finally offer better understand of capitalist
society. Slavoj Zizek offered a radical political idea which struggling against
neoliberalism. He had also proposed the idea of the psychological dimensions of
people that had been affected negatively by the capitalist economic system. However,
Lacanian psychoanalysis is the fundamentally important idea that both scholars

applied to study and analyze capitalism.
