enthusiasm in teaching, and (4) The teacher feels uncomfortable in
giving failing grades to the pupils. Third, these selected Teachers!
Probleﬁs were confered with the Committee for Simuiation Model Pro-
duction for approval, Fourth, models on selected problems were made
respectively on a slide syn&hronized tape, a videotape, role playing
and a written incidemt, TFifth, the completed models were validated
by the Validating Committee., And finally the models were tried out
by 15 randomly selected third year students at the Faculty -of Edu-
cation, Chulalongkorn University who have already taken the eourse

Ma jor Findings

Most students who had participated in the tryout aecepted
the édvantages of the simulation medels in providing pre-student
teaching experiences in solving teaching problems, The students
agreed that these simulation models along with other simulation
models, should be given to the student teachers before starting

their practice teaching in the real situations,

Recommeridations

The simulation models have proved to be effective in pro-
viding pre-student teaching experience, the teacher training.
colleges are encouraged to employ more simulation techaiques in
teacher training. Furthermore, research on production and utiliza-
tion of simulations sh&uld be promoted for more effective simulation
