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The proportional election in Germany is a system of proportion of members of parliament where
an elected member is a component of the allotment. Ifthe political party gains second votes according to
the vote name lists in proportion to the number of votes for their lists, this will be the numbers of members
of parliament. The second votes cast according to the vote name lists will be an indicator of the number
of real members of parliament. Also, it will compensate to the political party, the number of members of
parliament in allotment.  other words, the number of constituency seats obtained by the parties is
deducted from the number of list seats and the remainder given to the candidates in the order in which
they appear on their respective lists. The distinctive feature of the German proportional election is the
principle that the votes of German citizens are counted for the seats allocated in the parliament as
provided by the Federal Electoral Law (BMG). Moreover, this type of election brings up the popularity of
candidate of the parliament election and the votes from the voters are not a total loss, while parties have
seats in the parliament fairly. Thailand uses the proportional election from the vote name lists at the
amount of 100 candidates. It is the mixed system distributed by each constituency and simply the
majority votes from each constituency, altogether 400 constituencies. This mixed system will separate the
vote name lists from constituency and the votes cast from the vote name list of the parties. This issue
must be considered seriously because there are advantages and disadvantages in the system. The
simple majority election in 400 constituencies will cause major losses on votes cast. The votes cast for
candidates who lose in each constituency of each party will be a proportionately high percentage, as a
consequence, total votes cast will be imbalanced with the number of members of parliament.

Furthermore, there are several major advantages and disadvantages in the mixed system
starting from the principle of political structure through the checking process and the election trial, which
impact political procedures. The thesis suggests amendment of the electoral laws later on.
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
