Organized crime is defined as persons grou?ed together for certain unlawful
purpose(s) and operates continuously, When we consider the operational mean of
organized crime s% we will see that they often manipulate evidence and complicatize their
working process that makes it much more difficult for outsiders to understand their
communication and activities. Due to economic and technological advancement, the
organized crime becomes more sophisticated that make existing laws become incompetent
enough in dealing with the issue,

N The fmdm?_s of the study Is the inadequacy and not up-to-date of the
Frov_lsn)ns of various existing laws. Even though there are laws on drugs suppression,
rafficking in children and women and anti-money laundering . The sitliation rlgzht now
also needs several new laws which taking into account the holistic approach ofthe whole
picture of organized crime.

_ In order to tackle effectively and efficiently it must take in to account the
unigue nature of organized crime , its existence , relationship between the leader and
members of the group , and fruitful gains from unlawful activities. Therefore the
recommendations toward effective law enforcement are , the State should adopt new law
enabling the establishment of both substantive and procedural legis|ations on fortfeiture of
bath civil and criminal aspects, provision gn wiretapping (mtercePtlon communication),
witness protection as well as law on conspiracy.
