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SOYBEAN IS ONE OF THE IMPORTANT CASH CROPS OF THAILAND BECAUSE
IT HAS BEEN USED WIDELY IN OUR DAILY LIVES AND ALSO USED AS ANIMAL
FEEDS IN THE COUNTRY. BUT SOYBEAN PRODUCED IN THAILAND IS NOT SUFFICIENT
TO MEET THE GROWING DEMAND OF ANIMAL FEEDS INDUSTRIES, WHICH EXPORT A
SUBSTANTIAL AMOUNT OF ANIMAL MEAT (CHICKEN AND PORK) TO FOREIGN COUNTRIES
FOR THAT, EACH YEAR OUR COUNTRY HAS SPENT MORE THAN 1,000 MILLION BAHT
ANNUALLY TO IMPORT ADDITIONAL SOYBEAN PRODUCTS, ESPECIALLY, SOYBEAN MEAL.

IN THIS CONTEXT, GOVERNMENT'S SOYBEAN IMPORT POLICY HAS IMPORTANT
IMPLICATIONS AND EFFECTS OF THE ACTIVITIES RELATED TO RELEVANT INTERESTED
GROUPS IN SOYBEAN INDUSTRIES. THE MAIN OBJECTIVES OF THIS POLICY ARE TO
ENCOURAGE SOYBEAN FARMERS INCREASING THEIR PRODUCTS IN ORDER TO MEET THE
GROWING DEMAND WHICH AS A RESULT WILL SAVE AND EARN MORE FOREIGN
CURRENCIES FOR THAILAND.

THIS STUDY TRIES TO ANALYSE THE FORMULATION OF SOYBEAN IMPORT
POLICY, ITS BACKGROUND A\D THE WAY IT HAS BEEN IMPLEMENTED IN THE COUNTRY,
ESPECIALLY THE QUOTA SYSTEM OF SOYBEAN MEAL ADAPTED TO HELP DOMESTIC

SOYBEAN OIL INDUSTRIES TO SELL THEIR PRODUCTS.



THERE ARE MANY INTERESTED GROUPS INVOLVED IN THE SOYBEAN INDUSTRIES
WHO AFFECTED BY THIS POLICY. IT WAS FOUND THAT LIMITATIONS OF THE POLICY
MADE HAS NOT GIVEN FAIR SHARES TO THE INTERESTED GROUPS CONCERNED.

BASED ON THE DETAIL FINDINGS AND ANALYSIS OF THE STUDY AND TAKING
INTO CONSIDERATION OF THE STUDY, SOME RECOMMENDATIONS ARE MADE TO IMPROVE
THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THIS IMPORT POLICY IN ORDER TO BRING OUT EQUAL BENIFIT
MORE SUITABLE WAY FOR ALL INTERESTED GROUPS AND TO MEET THE OBJECTIVES
OF THE GOVERNMENT IN THIS REGARD.
