ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to find the relationship
between academic achievement and maternal attitudes toward child
rearing practices. AParental Attitude Research Instrument (pari)
was used for individual interviewing of 100 mothers (50 mothers of
high—achievers and 50 mothers of low-achievers.) The points from
the second term of the fifty high—achievers (25 "boys, 25 girls)
fell between the 74'[h do the 99'[h percentile rank, and the points of
the fifty low-achievers (25 "boys,I 25 grils) fell between the 1Stto
the 24'[h percentile rank. These pupils, aged between 1135 years,
and studying in Pratom 7 at Phyathai School during 1971 academic year.
The t - test wvrac employed in this study.

The major results of the study are as follows

1. The mothers of high-achievers and the mothers of low-
achievers did not differ significantly on Authoritarian - Control,

Hostility Rejection, and Democratic Attitude (at the .05 level).



2. The mothers of high achieving boys and the mothers of
low achieving boys did not differ significantly on Authoritarian-
Control, Hostility-Rejection, and Democratic Attitude («05 level).

3. The mothers of high achieving girls and the mothers of
low achieving girls did not differ significantly on Authoritarian-
Control, Hostility-Rejection, and Democfatic Attitude («05 level).

4. Hie mothers of high achieving boys and the mothers of
high ach4ieving girls did not ditlfer significantly on Authoritarian-
Control,  Hostility-Rejection, and Democratic Attitude (.05 level),

5. The mothers of low achieving hoys and the mothers of
low achieving girls did not differ significantly on Authoritarian-
Control and Hostility-Rejection (.05 level), but the mothers of low
achieving girls had higher scores for Democratic Attitude than did the
mothers of low achieving hoys (significant at the .02 level).
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
