The purpose of this research was to study a preliminary research concerning the
development of perspective taking in Thai children. Subjects were one hundred and forty Thai
children aged six to twelve years old with equal number of males and females in each group. The
study started with asking each child to tell stories from shown pictures, one at a time(an initial story)
then taking the role of each actor and telling his or her thoughts and feelings in each picture. Tape
recorded their answers and write them down into the perspective taking form. Finally, the researcher
and co-researcher analyzed the data and identified level of perspective taking of each age group
according to Feffer & Gourevitch’s model (1960). The development of perspective taking of Thai

children is presented in table.

The results of the study are as follows :

1. One hundred percent of Thai children aged six years old are at the level of Simple
Refocusing 1.

2. Eighty-five percent of Thai children aged seven years old and one hundred percent of
aged eight years old are at the level of Consistent Elaboration 1

3. Ninety percent of Thai children aged nine years old, ten years old, and eleven years old
are at the level of Consistent Elaboration 2

4. Eighty percent of Thai children aged twelve years old are at the level of Change of
Perspective

5. No gender difference in development of perspective taking of Thai children is found.
