The purpose of this'study was to compare the opinions expressed
by Master's Degree graduates in humanities and their supervisors,
concerning the syllabus, the actuzal knowledge, and experiences used in
their respective field of work, on the basié of sex, the length of
actual working experiences and faculty attended.

The Finding are as follows:

Firstly 70.7 percent of master degree graduates in humanities
work in the govermental colleges and universities, which were relevant

to their fields of studies, Their job holding was stable, shifting



was not reported. Most graduates stayed with their original place of

work, some had been promoted.

Seventy-nine percent of tﬁose who coﬁtinued.their studies
towards Master Degrees did so because they want to obtain more knowledge
to use in their work. Duriﬁg matriéulation, they can effortvall
expenses also the permission from their supervisors. Lecture notes
are the most popular type of material presented, in-addition, there
are textsand articles as well aS‘pafticipation in meetings and seminar
Secondly although most offhumanities graduates felt that their
knowledge gained during their university days were satisfactorf in
terms of their jobs, however, some changes and improvément in the
curricular were suggested to include more practical e#periénces.
Thirdly in comparing the graduates' performances concerning complacency
human relations and personality from their own views and those of the
supervisors; it was found that tﬁere was no significént difference at
