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ABSTRACT

The purposes -of this study were:‘

1. To compare teachers’ opinioné, before and after the

training, about the application of t¥ained techniques to each area

of learning experiénces in the.elemeritary ischool curriculum.

2y 16/ compare) teachers’ opinions, before jand after the

training, ‘about organizing teaching and learning morality insinuating

activities.

3. To study types of additional instructional medias made

by trained teachers.

4. To study the problems and obstacles arose from usingi

trained techniques.



5. To study students' opinions concerning trained teachers

teaching behaviours.
Procedure

Samples used in this study were 100 teachers undexr the office
of National Primary Education Commisgion trained in the In - serQice
Project on morality insinuating-according to the elementary school
curriculum by Department of elementary education, Faculty of education,
Cﬁulalongkorn Universitys They were randomly assigned by using
stratified raﬁdom sampiing’ and /simple random saﬁﬁling tecﬁniques.:
Besides, 300 students studied with thpse teachers were seieéted as
saﬁples by using purposive sampling techmiques. Rfsearch instruments
were a questionnaire ana an interﬁiew. The obtained data were
statistically analyzed by mean of percentage, arithmetic mean,

standard diviation, t—test and the opemed - end data were analyzed

in essay type.

Findings

Major f£indings| were ras) follows:

1, In applying §arioﬁs techniquesc~to each area of learning
experience,  teachérs perceiﬁed that aftér the training were signifi-
cantly higher than before the training. Levels of application of
techniques were changed fhe‘most iﬁ the area of Work - Oriented
EXperiencesgi.e. 11 out of 15, These techniqueé were moral debate,
simulation, puppets making and usage, word cards making and usage.A
story telling, moral games, moral folk tale and folk piay, moral

songs, role playing, case study and moral measurement.

Levels of application of techniques were changed in the
second order in the area of Special Experiences, i.e. 8 out of 15.
These technlques were' puppets maklng and| usage, story telling,

oral essay, moral folk tale and folk play, group conference, case

study, moral measurement and simulation.

There were 7 out of 15 techniques'in the area of Character
Development were changed levels of application. They were moral
debate, group processsy puppets making and usagé;'étdrﬁ'teliing, f

and Life Experiences, @qual number of levels of application of

techniques were changed, i.e. 6 out of 15. In the area of Thai
language, 1e§els of appldication of techniques changed were moral
debate,” puppets making andlusage, case study, word tards maklng and\

usage, story telling and moral songs.

In the area of Mathematics, levels of application of techni-~
ques changed were simulation, story telling, moral games, moral

songs, group conference jand case study.

In' the area 'of Life Experiénces, levels of appldcation of

techniques changed were moral debate,” puppets maklng andlusage,

sketchy, oral essay, moral games and moral folk tale and folk play.

Levels of application of ‘techniques were changed the least

in the area of Extra - Activities Experience$, i.e. 4 out of 15.

They were moral debate, skEtchy,‘group process and oral essay.



2. Teachers perceived that after the training were signifi-
cantly higher organizing teaching and learning morality insinuating
form "none" to "sometimes", and 2 out of 24 were changed from
"sometimes"™ to "often". No changes of levels were found for the
rest but it was found that the mean scores after the training were

significantly higher than before the praining.

3, Types of additional instructional medias made by trained

teachers were word carxde 78 percent, puppets 55 percent, moral
games 51 percent, sketch 45 percent, moral songs composing 37 percent

and others 3 percent respectively.

4, Teachers perceifed that the problems and obstacles in
using Qarious techniques being trained.were as follows : lack of
pnde;staﬁdiqg the main prineciples of some techniques, 1a9k of
skills in making instructional medias and lack of teaching materials,
lack of skills in composing and singing a song, lack of time to
insinuate moral as the result of teaching schedules. For students,
they were lack of familfarity and understanding in some techniques
used by teachers, They were lack of courage-in self-expressing and

intended .only.foxr competition‘éﬁé-ehjoyment more than &fudying.

5. LeQels of teaching beha&iours as perceiﬁed by trained
teachers themselﬁes and theif students were the same; i.e. "often".
There were 2 out of 20 items : let stﬁdents work in grbuﬁ and close
observation while students were working. There were 4 out of 20
items in which trained teachers';and students' perception were not
the same. Teachers perceiﬁed a% the level of "sometimes” but

students perceived at| the level of "none". These 4 items were the
