The research findings indicate that Chulalongkorn University has

always supported gtudent actlvitles which are organized in the form of

'student union" since 1922. In the meantime, the philosophy, policies

objectives, administrative structure, types and nature, as well as the

management of student activities have been adjusted occasionally.to suit both

internal and external circumstances.

According to the survey of opinlons, of which most respondents were
faculty and students in general rather than those directly involved in
student activities, most respondents have various opinions regarding the
benefits students get from participating in activities, the consistency
between the nature and the objectives of activities, the present management
system, and guidelines for promoting participation ofufaculty and students.

Concernlng the guldelines fot developing student actlvity model 1t is
proposed that student activity policies emphasize activities which contribute
to the developmentAoE virtues and ethics iun students, academic activities 3
which support their study, and sports activities which promote nLudenLv
health and spirit. The faculty's participation should be encouraged so that-
students' academic pursuit and activities can be more concretely integrated.
Activities should have an additional objective which reads, "to promote the:
relationship between faculty and students and the alumni'. Certain types of
activities should be modifled so that thelr pattern and nature are in keeping
with the objectives. Guidelines for promoting efficiency. in organizing student
activities are finally proposed, {ncluding selection of advisory faculty for
activities, improvement in guidelines and regulations for convenieﬁce 1in
carrying out activities, better public relations about student activity
{nformation, and the proposal that student-activity-related work Le treated
ag supplementary achlevement to academic performance of faculty ln order to

boost faculty's participation.
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
