The main focus of this thesis is to study China’s role in the nuclear crisis on the Korean
Peninsula between 1992 and 2006. In accordance with the subject, the linkage theory or the
concept of linkage politics of James N. Rosenau will be applied and used as the analysis.
Moreover this thesis is based on the assumption that China ‘s decision to take role in nuclear crisis
on the Korean Peninsula during such period was mainly influenced by the external factors, which
continue a more powerful force on China’s decision than internal factors.

Studying, found that China’s role in the nuclear crisis stemmed from its policy towards
the Korean Peninsula, which stresses on keeping peace and stability on the Korean Peninsula.
China’s policy also places much emphasis on establishing a nuclear-free zone in the Korean
Peninsula. These factors contributed to China’s role and involvement towards the nuclear crisis, -
which derived from North Korea’s nuclear development project. It is undeniable that Pyongyang’s
nuclear ambition has been threatening the United States, as well as its close allies — South Korea
and Japan. Hence, China began its constructive roles as a mediator, the host and adopted peaceful

approaches in a bid to pressure Pyongyang to join the party talks.
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
