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This research aims to examine the effects of imagined intergroup contact on
prejudice reduction. In Study 1, 182 college students were asked to imagine
themselves either having a positive contact with a Cambodian student, or enjoying
nature outdoor (control group) before completing measures of four mediators;
outgroup trust, intergroup anxiety, internal attribution of intergroup contact, and
empathy toward outgroup, as well as a self-report measure of explicit prejudice
toward Cambodian as a dependent variable. A bootstrapping analysis shows that
imagined intergroup contact with a Cambodian had negative indirect effects on
explicit prejudice reduction via increased outgroup trust, reduced intergroup anxiety,
increased internal attribution of the contact, but not increased empathy. Imagined
intergroup contact has no direct effect on reduced explicit prejudice. Study 2
examined the effect of imagined intergroup contact on implicit prejudice. Sixty
college students were asked to imagine themselves in either of the two scenarios as
in Study 1 before completing an implicit association test of implicit prejudice toward
Cambodian. Result shows that participants who imagine a positive intergroup contact
with a Cambodian show lower implicit prejudice toward Cambodian than do their
control counterparts. This research discovers for the first time that imagining positive
intergroup contact is an effective technique for reducing both explicit and implicit

prejudice among Thais.
