From concept of human honor and human dignity that ingrained the men
since their birth, so when the human dies, It also has the honor and human dignity
that should be respected and treated appropriately as still alive. Thus, enacting the
abuse of corpse to be a criminal offense is come from concept that aims to protect

rights and human dignity.

The abuse of corpse that appears in The Thai Penal Code in Chapter 13
"Abuse Of Corpse" also have the problems about the offences are too narrow and
does not cover the other important corpse offence. Comparing to the offences about
the abuse of corpse in the foreign countries, it will found that the limitations and
weakness of the provisions in The Thai Penal Code that does not cover the offences
about the abuse of corpse in several acts. It is necessary to have a law to impose the

liability on inappropriate corpse treating.

This thesis aims to study about the abuse of corpse in each country that
have the different legal measures, the imposition and the rights that a law want to

protect.

So, seeing the importance to have some kind of the offense, the study and
analysis have led the provision of foreign laws to study, to compare and to analyze
the advantages and disadvantages of the foreign laws. In order to find a way to
amend the Penal Code of Thailand in Chapter 13 by adding the offense about the
abuse of corpse in case of disinters or carries away a corpse by illegal, abandons or
unlawfully possesses a corpse, conceals a human corpse, destroys or damages the
place where a body is laid in state, sells or buys a human corpse etc. That will
increase the efficiency of law enforcement and to protect the honor and dignity of
the human body. Moreover, to keep of public order and good morals of society.

in a course of conduct under 9 5-1-109(e)(1)(B).

(O) (i) As used in this section, "in @ manner offensive to a person of
reasonable sensibilities" means in a manner that is outside the normal practices of

handling or disposing of a corpse.

(i) "In a manner offensive to a person of reasonable sensibilities”

includes without limitation the dismembering, submerging, or burning of a corpse.

(b) Abuse of a corpse is a Class C felony.

Previous Hawaii law prohibited the disinterment, disturbance, or scattering of
any human body that has been legally interred.[1]

B. A cemetery association authorized to bring suit and recover damages by
the municipality or, in the case of unorganized territory, the county in which the

cemetery or burial ground is located; or

C. A historical society authorized to bring suit and recover damasges by the
municipality or, in the case of unorganized territory, the county in which the

cemetery or burial ground is located.

Section 508. Abuse of corpse

1. A person is guilty of abuse of corpse if he intentionally and unlawfully
disinters, digs up, removes, conceals, mutilates or destroys a human corpse, or any

part or the ashes thereof.

2. ltis a defense to prosecution under this section that the actor was a

physician, scientist or student who had in his possession, or used human bodies or
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parts thereof lawfully obtained, for anatomical, physiological or other scientific

investigation or instruction.

3. Abuse of corpse is a Class D crime.

Any person convicted of the
crime of necrophilia shall be punished by imprisonment for not less than one nor
more than ten (10) years and may be fined in an amount not to exceed ten

thousand dollars ($10,000).

Section 11-20-2 Desecration of grave.

Every person who shall willfully and maliciously destroy, mutilate, deface,
cover over, injure or remove any tomb, monument, gravestone, American Flag, or
other structure or thing placed or designed for a memorial of the dead, or any fence,
railing, curb, or other thing intended for the protection or for the ornament of any
tomb, monument, gravestone, or other structure of the like character and designed
for that purposes, or of any enclosure for the sepulture of the dead, or dig or plow
up, cultivate or build upon or within any enclosure or plot of ground used and
occupied for the sepulture of the dead, or shall commit any nuisance in it, or
wantonly disturb, remove, or in any way desecrate the contents of any grave in any
enclosure or plot of ground, shall be guilty of a felony and shall be imprisoned not
less than one year and not exceeding three (3) years, and/or be fined not more than
five thousand dollars ($5,000), or both and shall, in addition to imprisonment and/or
fine, be ordered to make full restitution to any person, business or entity incurring

the expense of repairing the grave.
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Section 11-20-3 Removal of marker on veteran's erave.

(a) Every person who maliciously or without authorization removes an
American Flag in the vicinity of a veteran's grave or from a flag staff in a cemetery
shall be imprisoned not exceeding sixty (60) days or fined not exceeding one

hundred dollars ($100).

(b) Every person who shall, without right, remove from any grave a marker
that was authorized to be placed by the cemetery to designate that the grave was
the grave of a deceased veteran shall be imprisoned not exceeding one hundred and
twenty (120) days or fined not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500) for a first
offense, and shall be imprisoned not exceeding one hundred and twenty (120) days

or fined not exceeding one thousand dollars ($1,000) for a second offense.

(c) Every person, firm, partnership or corporation who shall purchase, sell or

(d) If conduct constituting an offense under this section also constitutes an
offense under another section of this code, the actor may be prosecuted under

either section or both sections.
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(e) It is a defense to prosecution under this section that the actor:

(1) as a member or agent of a cemetery organization, removed or damaged
anything that had been placed in or on any portion of the organization's cemetery in

violation of the rules of the organization; or
(2) removed anything:

(A) placed in the cemetery in violation of the rules of the cemetery

organization; or

(B) placed in the cemetery by or with the cemetery organization's consent
but that, in the organization's judgment, had become wrecked, unsightly, or

dilapidated.

(f) In this section, "cemetery" and "cemetery organization" have the meanings

assigned by Section 711.001, Health and Safety Code.
