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The purpose of this research is to examine the correlations among media exposure 1knowledge latitude
And implementation of Child-centered teaching of demonstration school teachers in Bangkok. Questionnaires were
used to collect the data from 290 teacher samples . Frequency , percentage , mean , t-test , one-way ANOVA ,
Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and Multiple Regression Anaiysis(Stepwise) were employed for the
analysis of the data .SPSS 10.0 for Windows program was used for data processing. The results of the research were
as follows :

1 Teachers different in sex lage leducational level lincomes lacademic position land work
experiences were not significantly different in media exposure but were significantly different
in knowledge 1attitude ,and implementation of Child-centered teaching .

2. Exposure to mass media 1personal media , and specialized media did not correlate with
knowledge of Child-centered teaching.

3. Exposure to mass media , personal media land specialized media did not correlate with
attitude toward Child-centered teaching.

4. Exposure to mass media Lpersonal media , and specialized media correlated with
implementation of Child-centered teaching.

5 Knowledge of Child-centered teaching correlated with attitude toward Child-centered
teaching.

6. Knowledge of Child-centered teaching correlated with implementation of Child-centered
teaching.

7. Attitude toward Child-centered teaching correlated with implementation of Child-centered
teaching.

8. The variable which could best explain the implementation of Child-centered teaching was
the attitude toward Child-centered teaching.
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
