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The purposes of this research were 1) to study factors affecting school and community participation obtaining
from quantitative and qualitative research syntheses, 2) to study the relationship between factors affecting school and
community participation and research characteristic, and 3) to compare the result of research syntheses on quantitative
research employing a meta-analysis and a meta-cognitive analysis. The participants of this research were 35 research
reports, which published from 1987-2004, consisting of 11 qualitative research and 24 quantitative research reports.
The qualitative research database consisted of the number of effects on participation factor from 11 research reports
classifying into community factor, school factor, and environment factor. The quantitative research database consisted of
129 standard indices dividing into 77 community factor indices, and 52 school factor indices. The qualitative research
was analyzed by employing a meta-cognitive analysis process, which applied from Snell & Marsh's methodology.
The quantitative research was analyzed by employing a meta-analysis and a meta-cognitive analysis.

The research findings were as follow:

1) Factors affecting school and community participation from a meta-cognitive analysis on quantitative and
qualitative research were school factor (%2= 12.79, p =.00) consisting of school performance factor (J 2= 14.44,
p = .00) and school administrator factor (- =6.37, p = .01). For the community factor, there was only community’s
general context factor (X* - 4.57, p = .03) affected school and community participation. The environment factor was only
found in the qualitative research but it was able to claim that there was no factors affecting school and community
participation. The research characteristics explained the difference of research synthesis result consisting of published
year, faculty, major, research level, jurisdiction, research point, and research type.

2) The result of a meta-analysis on quantitative research were found that school factor (.26) related to level of
participation more than community factor (.15) which were arranged by the important of factor relationship and level of
participation. The highest correlation coefficient were administrator (.51), followed by teacher (.38), school performance
(.31). community's general context (.31), community leader (.22). school committee (.16), characteristics of people in the
community (.09). and school characteristics (.04). The result of Analysis of Variance and Multiple Regression 62 °0 of
variance of coefficient correlation. The highest impact factor was significant testing (.47) followed by studying region (.33).
the study point of administrator role (.29), sampling (.22), and sample size (-.39).

3) The result of 2 analyses comparison was found that a meta-cognitive analysis was simple and could apply to
all research types. The weakness point of these methods was the abandon of statistics which determining factor weight.
Thus, a meta-cognilive analysis was the appropriate methodology for qualitative research more than quantitative research.
A meta-analysis could provide information of standard indices. Thus, quantitative research presents the perfect statistics,
should be use a meta-analysis.
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
