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The purposes of this study were to study and to propose strategies for getting to
know individual students of elementary school teachers. The research methods
composed of a studly of documents and vidio, interview of experts, two case study,

a survey of 450 elementary school teachers and a focus group discussion.

Results

The proposed strategies for getting to know individual students for elementary
school teachers were as follow.

(1) Intencled to know each student in at leat three aspects. They were hahits,
learning and background.

(2) Had to collect data continuously intwo phases. They were before and during
the beginning of the term,

(3) Used secondary cata, jpeaple and situations as sourses of information.

(4) Used observation, interview, home work correction, home-visit, activities
arrangment, teacher meeting and testing s data collecting methods.

(5 Gained understanding through analizing each student on one page
presentation.

(6) Used analysis results for evaluating the lesson plan, designing teaching
activities and supporting each student's leaming.
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
