Resort has to be made to the basjc Brlnm les existing
under International Law e.g, state immunity which is pased on sqvereign
equality, and non-intervention. [Interpretation on the said principles
to the wides extent, latosensu, is warranted to cover such viglation of
international law. Resolutions adopted af the United Nations General
Assembly can heop lay down the framework for states to follow. However |
some legal elements “are confained therein which reflect the political will
of the international community in thls_resP_ect. And 1t s Important to note
that the consistent elements of such violation are not cleargX defined
under customary International Law. Nor Is it clear apout remedies to the
victims.  Morgéover, such remedies are limited to be claimed for civil
liabilities. However, 1t is inclined to consider that such violation be
remedies for criminal liablities and individual responsibilities.

_ Anissue is raised that international terrorism involves
international politics. Thus, the Security Council has a role to_play, .
Unfortunately, in many cases the veto right has been exercised. That being
s0 the constituent elements are open-ended and intertwjned with national
liberation movements, _AIthou%h these violations or crimes. are considered
heinous b¥ the international Community, these is no sufficient pressure to
supﬁress he states sponsor_lncly international terrorism, thereby the
mechanisms existing at the infernational law, reglona_l or domestic levels
to country and punish such crimes are not properly utilized.
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
