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The objectives of this research are for studying resident of existing tenants in commercial building of
Chulalongkom  University  and impacts on physicals, social, and economic to residential tenants in commercial
building. The research also obtains new information on new residence demand in other area in Bangkok and vicinity
area or land development area according to new master plan when removal.

Sampling group  this research consists of 351 residential tenants  commercial building of
Chulalongkorn University by using questionnaire for information collection. Information was collected — quota sampling
format by the ratio of 4,000 commercial buildings.

The result of the research shows that the residential tenants in commercial building are 31-60 years old
and occupies 1-4 units. The building was modified to suit.their convenience. There are 4-6 family members. They also
work on the lower floor of commercial building and use the upper floor as residence they occupy commercial building
for more than 25 years. The occupation is direct rental from Chulalongkorn University. The attraction in using the building
as residence is convenient for work. The location is also suitable for business. Problem in residence is expensive rental
fee and short rental period.

Physical impacts on land development to the tenants are the need on residence and facilities area, new
characteristic of new residence as well as the location and unfamiliar with facilities. Social impacts are remote from
neighborhood society, effect on customers, and business source as well as mental condition, feeling and happiness.
Economic impacts are living matter, incremental of expenses, reduction of revenue, unstable in finance, and liability
problem. Demand on new residence is to stay in inner Bangkok especially business area by choosing to buy from
commercial project or.to lease from the owner. The tenants prefer to choose the commercial building because the
location is suitable for business.  term of land development according to masterplan, they interest to come but have
intention to lease commercial building on Buntattong Road only. Suitable price is 201-300 Baht per sg.m.

overall summary, tenants want to stay and work in commercial building for a period of time because they
are bound with this area for so long. If there were land development, they would like to stay in existing area and select
commercial building along Buntattong Road (western side). Anyway, the area can handle only 280 units which still does
not adequate for tenants’ demand and will cause residential impact when Chulalongkorn University develops the area
according to masterplan.
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
