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This thesis studies problems concerning criminal liability of contracting
parties to hire - purchase agreement. The researcher found that hire - purchasing
business is gaining popularity ~ the present and there are legal problems arisen
from such common practice. Due to the fact that hire - purchase from of
agreement is a “ready made “ from provided by the vender, hire - purchasee
has no freedom to negotiate the terms of the contract. He/she must agrees or
disagrees with such ready made form. During the hire - purchase’ term of
payments, the ownership of the goods belongs to the hire - purchaser, there bv.
the hire - purchaser who has repossessed the goods is not subjected to criminal
liability. Moreover, when hire - purchaseed goods was confiscated by the court
order, only hire - purchaser may request for the returning of the goods because
he/she done is the sole owner of it. Despite the fact the ownersiup during the
term of payments can be transferred or switched between contracting parties,
the present penal law seems to disregards such existence of the light of

ownership.

This  dv also finds the exiating law fails to protect the hire-purchasee’s
interest, this problem can be solved by legislating for the penal liability of the
hire - purchaser who dishonestly repossessed hire - purchasing goods. addition,
the court should have the power to order compensation to the interested party
whom hire - purchased goods were conficated.
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
