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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research are firstly, to make a
study on the roles and functions of police officers in the
promotion of local government in Pattaya City . Secondly, the
study also deals with the opinions of the people and
adninistrators of Pattaya City on the above mentioned matters.
Thirdly, the study attempts to find means of solving problems
arising therefrom.

In terms of data collecting, three groups of people in
Pattaya were used for samplings. vThey were police officers,
people at large, and the city administrators. Altogether, there
were 320 people who were selected at random to be interviewed
through questionnaires.  These were then comperterized and the
results of the analysis are as follows:

The outcome of the analysis supports the first hypothesis
put forward.  That means, in the opinion of each group being
sampled, the level of performance of the roles and function of



Pattaya’s police officers in the promotion of local government is
high.

The outcome of the analysis supports the second
hypothesis.  Incomparing the opinion of the police officers and
that of the people and administrators on the roles and function
of the police, it is found that there is a significant
statistical different at 0.01X. The police themselves believe
that they have actively performed their roles and function in the
suppression of crimes, judicial matters, general civil orders,
and the protection of people’s individual liberty ; Whereas
the people and the administrators believe that the police perform
their roles and function in a normal level ofexpectation, except
in  other  fields-public  relations, participation in and
coordinating ofimportant public events in co-operation with the
people and with city administrators, and disseminating of
information on crime suppression to the public.

The third hupothesis is also supported by the analysis.
From this, it is found that the people, of various profession
(civil servants, public enterprise,employees, business groups,
and workers) wilether they had either previously filed complaints
with the police, or not, done so, differed very little in opinion
regarding the police. Their belief corresponds to that of the
second hypothesis.

TTie fourth hypothesis follows the same pattern. There is
little difference in the relationship between the personal feeling
of attachment of the police to the local district and their other
roles  andfunctions  (public relations, participation and
coordinating of important public affairs in co-operation with the
people and city administrators, and disseminating of information
on crime supression). In addition, the groups follow the same
pattern in that they give position results. That means the more
their ~ feeling of attachment to the district, the better
theirperformance will be.

It can thus be concluded that, in the opinion of the
people andof the administrators, the roles and function of the
police in all areas (except those in public relations, and so
forth) are on the medium level of expectation. This, in turn,
clearly indicates the fact that the police’s roles and func-
tions in the promotion of local government, also follows the same
pattern.
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
