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~ The objectives of this research were to study and to compare
evaluation activities and problems of nurse instructors and head nurses in
clinical practicum of student nurses of nursing colleges under the .
jurisdiction of the Ministry of Defence, classified by education, experience,
nursing department and training. Elgrhty five of nurse instructors and head
nurses were studied as population. The research instruments had been
tested for content validity and internal reliability.

The major findings were.

1. Nurse instructors and head nurses performed evaluation
activities which significant different at .01 level. Nurse instructors
performed more planning, measuring and evaluating activities than head nurses.

2. Nurse instructors and head nurses as classified by education
performed evaluation activitives which significant different at .05 level.
Nurse instructors and head nurses who had Master Degree performed more
activities. When classified by experience, nursing department and training
there were not significant different.

3. Nurse instructors classified by education, experience and
training performed different evaluation activities and were significant
different at .05 level. Nurse instructors who had Master Degree and had more
experience than 10 years and had heen trained performed more planning
activities.

4. Head nurses classified by education, experience and training
performed no different evaluation activities.

5. Nurse instructors and head nurses had planning and measuring
problems in evaluation activities and were significant different at .01 level
but for evaluating problems there were significant different at .05 level.
Head nurses had more problems than nurse instructors.
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
