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The purposes of this study were to study and to compare an organiza-
tion of activities in developing five basic values for lower secondary school
students of social studies teachers with different genders and teaching
experiences. The samples consisted of 324 social studies teachers from 36
lower secondary schools in Bangkok Metropolis, selected by multistage strati-
fied, but only 302 social studies teachers returned the questionnaires. The
number of 302 social studies teachers comprised of 48 males, 254 females,

71 teachers with 1-10 years of teaching experiences, 196 teachers with 10 -
20 years of teaching experiences and 62 teachers with over 20 years of
teaching experiences. The researcher constructed one set of questionniare on
an organization of activities in developing five basic values for lower
secondary school students of social studies teachers. The obtained data were
analyzed by percentage, arithm atic mean, standard diviation, t-test, and one-

way analysis of variances.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The social studies teachers sometimes organized activities in
developing five basic values for lower secondary school students.

2. There were no significantly differences between the organization
of activities in developing five basic values for lower secondary school
students of social studies teachers, with different genders and teaching

experiences at the .05 level.
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
