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The purpose of this research is to study the travelling distances and
the characteristics of domestic tourists at Srinagarind Dam, Changwat
Kanchanaburi, as well as the relationship between various socio-economic
factors and travelling distances of those tourists.

_ According to the study, most tourists originated from near locations
with a distance of not more than 130 kilometres from the dam's site. This
finding corresponds theoretically with the conceptof “The Principle of Least
Effort™ propagated by George K. zipf in 1949, In analyzing statistically the
relationship between various socio-economic factors and travellln% distances,
it has been found that the latter is related significantly with those variables
namely age, marital status, type of occupation, level of ‘income, travelling
purpose, type of vehicles used, travelling frequencies, time used in
travellmﬁ, travelling reason, travelling cost, and size of entourage. _
On the other hand, variables that are not related significantly with travelling
distances consist of sex, mode of travelling, lovernlght stay durln% travel,
place of accommodation, travelling accessibility, and effect of pull factors
at Srinagarind Dam.

As regards the degree to which each socio-economic factor affects the
travelling distances of the tourists, it has been found that the size of
entourage has the greatest effect. Next in order are travelling cost, level
of income and travelling accessibility respectively.
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
