The objectives of this research are 1) To search for the lists of cuisines represented the cultural identity in 4
regions: Northern Region Cuisine, Central Region Cuisine, Northeastern Region Cuisine and Southern Region Cuisine.
2) To find out the symbol, typography, color and mood of food identity in 4 regions suitably. 3) To find out the symbol,

typography, color and mood of identity in Thai food appropriately.

Research methodologies are based on the documentary research which books and articles are used to
construct a questionnaire for the 200 local people and 3 cuisine experts by Delphi technique to find out the first objective.
The questionnaire has been approved for the validity of a search tool with item-objective congruence index (IOC) equal to
0.9921 After that construct another questionnaire for the 34 graphic designer experts by Delphi technique to find out the
second and third objective. The questionnaire has been approved for the validity of a search tool with item-objective

congruence index (IOC) equal to 1.0000.

The research found out the cuisines of cultural identity in the northern region are Gang Hanglay, Namprik Ong,
Sai Ua, Kanomjeen Namngiao, Kao-Soi and Namprik Num. The cuisines of cultural identity in the central region are Gang
Keowaan, Tomyum Goong, Homok Pla, Gang Ped, Panang and Gang Som. The cuisines of cultural identity in the
northeastern region are Saigrog E-san, Somtum, Laab, Namprik Plala and Plala Bong. The cuisines of cultural identity in the
southern region are Gang Tai Pla, Kao Yum, Gang Luang, Kua Gling, Pla Tod Kamin, Budu Song Kueng, Gai Gor Lae and

Pad Sator.
